AUTHORITY


Utah Code Annotated §78A-2-705 (9)(a)(i) provides that when the court appoints a Private Attorney Guardian ad Litem in a case, the court shall “assess all or part of the attorney guardian ad litem fees, courts costs, and paralegal, staff, and volunteer expenses against the parties in a proportion the court determines to be just.” These fees and costs may not be assessed against parents or guardians who are found to be impecunious, but a person claiming to be impecunious must provide an affidavit of impecuniosity pursuant to §78A-2-703. And the court shall follow the procedures and make these determinations pursuant to that section.

FEES AND EXPENSES


Pursuant to the appointment of a Private Attorney Guardian ad Litem in this case, certain fees, costs, and expenses have been incurred. Those fees, costs, and expenses have been reasonable and necessary to provide effective representation to the minor(s), in accordance with statutory duty. A detail of the time spent and expenses incurred is attached as an exhibit to this Memorandum.


The Court ordered that the hourly rate for the Private Attorney Guardian ad Litem appointed in this case shall be set at $**.**. In this case, ** hours of attorney and staff time have been expended, for a cost of $**.**.
